Ken also publishes the daily 
þshing report on the Baxter 
House website, which is read 
by thousands weekly from 
April through November. 
Ken has also appeared on ÿy 
þshing DVDõs and on televi-
sion. His most recent project 
was the Discovery Channel 
Program òFishing Road Trip 
USAó which appeared on Dis-
covery Travel last winter.
